FROM THE HEART OF OUR GLORIOUS GOD
(NKJV)

no one regarded, because you disdained all my counsel,
and would have none of my rebuke, I also will laugh at
your calamity; I will mock when your terror comes, when
your terror comes like a storm, and your destruction comes
like a whirlwind, when distress and anguish come upon
you. Then they will call on me, but I will not answer; they
will seek me diligently, but they will not find me. Because
they hated knowledge and did not choose the fear of the
Lord,  they would have none of my counsel and despised
my every rebuke.

For the turning away of the simple will slay them, and the
complacency of fools will destroy them; but whoever
listens to me will dwell safely, and will be secure without
fear of evil.”
